GERIATRIC (GERI) CHAIR
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PURPOSE: Geri chairs are chairs that as an added feature are mobile on wheels and have a tray. These chairs are more comfortable than wheelchairs and add increased security from falling with the tray in place. 
TYPES: Geri chairs come in a wide range of sizes, shapes, heights, widths and reclining positions. The greatest difference in geri chairs is their ability to recline. There are three basic chairs: the non reclining, and the 2 and 3-position recliners. The 2-position lift chair reclines to a semi-recumbent position. The 3-position lift chairs recline almost completely horizontal. Each brand of geri chair has certain claims that attempt to make them sound unique. The user must always follow the safety and operational guidelines established by the manufacturer. 

USE: When occupied always pull the chair from the back, do not pus it. To recline chair, lift positioning bar in rear and gently lower the top of the chair to the desired position. Allow the positioning bar to lock back into place. Always stand behind the chair when altering positions. The tray is a tray and not designed to hold someone in the chair.
MAINTENANCE: Geri chairs require little maintenance. Keep the vinyl clean and free from dirt. It should be wiped down with a mild detergent solution when needed. 

SAFETY: When putting someone into the chair, removing someone from the chair, changing the chair reclining position, and when the chair is unattended the wheels should be placed in the locked position to prevent accidents. Reclining improves circulation, is more comfortable, and partially prevents falling forward out of the chair. The tray also prevents falling forward and allows the convenience of close activities such as eating, reading, playing cards, etc. Always pull the chair to prevent accidental forward expulsion. Be careful not to catch body parts when attaching the tray. The user must always follow the safety and operational guidelines established by the manufacturer.
